Fifth Element Videos As part of the weekend those in attendance were split into three teams and
tasked to produce a short sci-fi type film. The results were very well presented and very funny.
Now by popular demand the three films have been edited onto one video and are ready for
distribution.

Change of Club Name To recognise the expansion of the club to encompass all things science
fiction it was agreed that the club name should reflect this. Therefore the club name is now the
Royal Air Force Sci-Fi and Trek Association (RAFSTA). It was decided that keeping the word
Trek in the title reminds everybody of our roots. Also it was easier to keep the initials RAFSTA.

Free Membership  As a promotional gimmick with a view to encourage more military members
to join it was decided that serving military would get first year membership for free. Hopefully this
will help to increase member numbers up to an ideal target of 100. Renewal to the RAFSTA would
then be at the present rate of £6. Non military members would get first year membership at a
reduced rate of £5

FIFTH STAR TREK SERIES PREMIERES

On Wednesday 26™ September, the UP Network premiered the fifth instalment of the Star Trek
franchise. At the helm of “Enterprise” is Scott Bakula who is no stranger to the sci-fi genre having
played the role of Dr Sam Beckett in “Quantum Leap”. The new series is a prequel, set in 2151,
one century before the exploits of Kirk. Picking up 100 years after the 1996 film “Star Trek: First
Contact” left off, Enterprise follows the crew of Earth’s first warp-driven starship, commanded by
Bakula’s willful Captain Jonathan Archer. Sharp dialogue and sly continuity touches (James
Cromwell briefly reprises his Zephram Cochrane role) spark the the action-packed premiere, as
Archer volunteers to go where no human has gone before to return a Klingon to his home planet.

GALAXY BALL 2001

To be held at the Sheraton Universal Hotel, Universal City, CA, this November, Galaxy Ball 2001
marks the fourth year of collaboration between Robert Beltran and the Down Syndrome
Association of Los Angeles. As in previous years, the all day gala begins with an early afternoon
mini-convention which includes Q & A and autograph sessions with cast members of various sci-fi
programs. Activites continue in the evening with a cocktail party, dinner and show. Evening
entertainment includes cabaret style performances by the actors accompanied by Neil Norman and
his Cosmic Orchestra and dancing to live music provided by Louie Cruz Beltran and his Orchestra.
This year the Galaxy Ball has expanded it's outreach to include additional charities chosen by
several of the participating actors. The mission of the Galaxy Ball has evolved to one of helping
adults and children in need through grassroots organizations that directly touch the lives of those in
need and who do not generally have the resources to fundraise at the level of the Galaxy Ball.
DSALA is still the guiding force, and welcomes the opportunity to work with so many worthwhile
charities.

KIRK AND SPOCK TALK TREK

New to Video and DVD, “Mind Meld: Secrets Behind the Voyage of a Lifetime” is an
unprecedented examination of the impact the Star Trek experience has had on the franchise's
most celebrated participants - William Shatner and Leonard Nimoy. These two stars have arguably
embodied the brightest icons in the sci-fi universe; Shatner as passionate Captain James T. Kirk,
and Nimoy as logical minded, half Vulcan Mr. Spock. Now, in an unprecedented candid
conversation at Nimoy's Beverly Hills home, these two icons of popular culture share with each
other, and the viewers, the behind-the-scenes adventures of one of the greatest franchises in
entertainment history. They discuss the star trek phenomenon and how it changed their lives as
well as the rivalries, jealousies and conflicts between the original cast and creators. Most of all,
Shatner and Nimoy reveal the incredible bond that was the cornerstone of their success; the trust,
the friendship and the ability to consistently challenge each other to boldly go where neither man
has gone before.

STAR TREK 10

The 10th feature film instalment of the Star Trek franchise with the working title of "Star Trek:
Nemesis" will go before the cameras on November 28 under the direction of Hollywood veteran
Stuart Baird. "Nemesis," written by "Gladiator" scribe John Logan and produced by Rick Berman,
will reunite the Star Trek: The Next Generation cast for the fourth and possibly last time on the
cinema screen. Baird previously directed “Executive Decision” in 1996 and “U.S. Marshals” in
1998, but his credits during his 30-year career in Hollywood are varied. Most recently serving as
executive producer on Paramount Pictures' “Lara Croft: Tomb Raider,” Baird has gained most of
his film experience in the editing room. He has cut together more than 20 features, starting with
“Tommy” followed by “The Omen,” “Superman” and “Superman II,” “Outland,” “Lethal Weapon,”
“Demolition Man,” “Maverick” and many others. As a director, though, Baird is also currently
developing two other action-thrillers at Warner Bros, called “High Tide” and “Nowhere to Hide,”
according to The Hollywood Reporter. The film's visual effects will be overseen by Digital Domain,



a Venice, California facility that has produced digital shots for numerous Hollywood films including
"Titanic," the upcoming "The Time Machine" and "The Lord of the Rings: The Fellowship of the
Ring," according to Daily Variety. Mark Forker will be the visual effects supervisor. Berman has
revealed that the Romulans will be prominently featured in "Nemesis." He has also stated, "We've
got, in my mind, the greatest Star Trek villain since Khan. John Logan was intent on creating a
wonderful villain, and we've got a doozy."

RED DWARF

Taking advantage of the latest digital editing technology, writer-director Doug Naylor has been able
to further hone the screenplay for Red Dwarf - The Movie. These new changes follow directly on
from the early rehearsals and have been further informed by a 'rip-o-matic' - an edited version of
the 'movie' created from animated storyboard sequences, footage from the rehearsals and read-
throughs and clips from previous Dwarf adventures. The edit - which is being altered almost daily
as part of the organic creative process - also contains rough CG versions of some of the more
complex effects shots. This will allow the production team to fully realise the construction of scenes
before committing to the potentially expensive sequences. In other news, following the
announcement that the Matrix sequel has been postponed from 2002 until the summer of 2003,
early reports have come from Red Dwarf Films indicating a later production period and eventual
release. According to producer Charles Armitage, it is now more likely that the movie will emerge
at Christmas. With the summer of 2002 set to be dominated by the release of Star Wars: Episode I
- Attack of the Clones, it seems a wise move to steer Red Dwarf away from competing with the
monster franchise. The Christmas release slot is traditionally a successful one for 'British" action
pictures such as the James Bond series. This makes it more appropriate for Red Dwarf - The
Movie, which, given its size and scope, could not make do with a limited number of screens. It
would appear that next Christmas will be an especially merry one for Red Dwarf fans.

DOCTOR WHO

Put another actor's name on the Doctor Who scrap heap. Hugh Grant's people have denied
rumours of the actor's involvement in the big screen adaptation of BBC's famous Time Lord. While
Grant's publicist wouldn't discount the possibility of any future involvement, there are no talks
happening currently. That means we now have Sir Sean Connery, Sean Bean, Sir lan McKellen,
Patrick Stewart, Paul McGann (still considered to be the current Doctor), comedian Eddie Izzard
(Emmy Award winner for Dress To Kill), Sylvester Stallone, Laurence Fishburne, John Cleese,
Stephen Fry and Hugh Grant on the list, for those of you keeping score at home. I'm sure I've
missed a few there but you get the idea. One of our contacts at the BBC had this to say about the
latest Who rumor: "I think some of the confusion is that Grant's name has come up as a possibility
around here, as have a few others. Some that would be readily recognisable to the general public,
some that might not. | don't think anyone here has talked to Hugh Grant or any of his agents about
it. Our concerns for the project right now are twofold: the script and a production partner. "There is
a rough draft for a script that is being looked at but it is in no way being considered the definitive
screenplay. BBC knows full well that any studio that gets involved will have its own ideas on a
script and actor so they are being careful not to make any official announcements on either." Our
BBC contact went on to say that Tom Baker's Scratchman idea and some other previous Doctor
Who film screenplays were being looked at to see if certain elements from those could be worked
into the current script.

DARK KNIGHT RETURNS

You heard us right Bat-fans! There's yet another (count 'em...4!) Batman-related film in
development at Warner Bros. According to today's Variety, Warners has hired scribe Andrew Kevin
Walker, writer of Seven and Sleepy Hollow, to pen a screenplay that will pair Batman and
Superman together on the big screen. According to the report, Wolfgang Petersen is attached to
direct the project. Petersen most recently directed The Perfect Storm with George Clooney. Could
this development signal Clooney's return as Batman? The acclaimed German director's body of
work also includes Air Force One, Outbreak, In the Line of Fire and, The Never Ending Story. A
plethora of superhero films are currently in development at Warner Bros. including Darren
Aronofsky's Batman: Year One, the live-action Batman Beyond, the Jon Peters-produced
Superman film, and Catwoman.



MAN OF STEEL REBORN

Following the current trend for prequels, not to be outdone, the Warner Bros Network has
incorporated “Smallville” to its fall line-up. The series tells the story of Superman alter-ego, Clark
Kent before he donned the blue tights and cape. Tom Welling stars as the “Man of Steel to be”
with Kristin Kreuk as Lana Lang and Michael as Lex Luthor. Set in the small midwestern town of
Superman’s “birth”, Smallville tells the story of a young Clark Kent struggling through the normalcy
of adolescence and the “not-so-normalcy” of super-powerdom. The series also deals with the
relationships between the three lead characters and how Lex and Clark become enemies. The
series premieres on 16™ October.

BABYLON 5

The latest in the long-line of Babylon 5 spin-offs will air in January 2002. The one-off made for TV
movie: “The Legend of the Rangers” will tell the story of the elite military unit charged with
protecting the fragile Interstellar Alliance. The central character is David Martel (Dylan Neal),
second in command to the Ranger ship Enfalli, who finds himself thrown into a position of
responsibility when his captain is killed. Martel violates the ranger doctrine ordering a retreat so
that his crew may live to fight another day. Fortunately, he has a friend in Citizen G’Kar (Andres
Katsulas) who recommends to a disciplinary hearing that Martel be exonerated and given
command of the “cursed” starship Liandra. Although a Babylon 5 spin-off has been tried before,
this one seems more likely to succeed as B-5 creator J. Michael Straczynski is back at the helm.
However, as yet, there is no firm commitment to make an ongoing Rangers series.

DVD RELEASES

Back from the future, James Cameron’s “The Terminator” gets the deluxe treatment with a Special
Edition DVD. The film was originally distributed way back in 1984 and was a relatively small-scale
production which ended up catapulting both Cameron and film’s star Arnold Schwarzenegger into
the big league. The amazing thing about this newly re-mastered Special Edition DVD is how well
the film itself holds up. While Cameron would go on to ever-increasing budgets with his later
projects, even the much-lauded T2 must take a distant second to the original Terminator simply in
terms of an ambition-to-cost ratio. This disc falls just short of greatness due to the lack of a feature-
length audio commentary. The rest of the package does not disappoint, however, with a new digital
master from a high-definition widescreen anamorphic transfer and a brand new 5.1 stereo remix
supervised by the film’s original composer, Brad Fidel. Also included is the exhaustive catalogue of
extra features, not the least of which are two substantial documentaries. Indeed, MGM has done
the picture proud with this long overdue Special Edition, a disc that is truly worth adding to any
collection.

Also out on DVD, is Dracula 2000, the latest version of the classic vampire tale. In this offering, the
ol’ blood-sucker is unearthed by a group of high-tech thieves who break into a London vault looking
for priceless artworks but get more than they bargained for. The film stars Jonny Lee Miller and
features two members of the Star Trek alumni: Jeri Ryan and Christopher Plummer. The disc
features the usual collection of extras including the directors commentary and deleted scenes. A
must for all vampire fans.

In has been nearly 18 years since the mini-series “V” was shown. Now the series has been put
onto DVD as a feature-length version. The story is about the arrival of aliens (known as “the
Visitors”) to Earth. The Visitors announce that they come in peace and offer great benefits to
mankind. However, a small group of humans soon discover that the aliens message of peace
couldn’t be further from the truth, that they are, in fact, flesh-eating lizards who regard humans as
food and the Earth as nothing more than a source of water. Martial law is declared and with human
collaborators siding with the Visitors, a resistance movement using the symbol V for Victory begins
what seems to be an impossible struggle. Although somewhat dated by modern standards with an
abundance of work for the latex factories and close-ups of mice being eaten etc, V did pave the
way for a number of sci-fi series. Indeed, it made a big impact when it was first screened with its
warning message against totalitarianism. If you can look beyond the “Mork from Ork” space-suits,
V is definitely worth a watch.



ENTERPRISE

"The final frontier has a new beginning."

Enterprise has released in the USA to good reviews and is expected to show on Sky One towards
the end of the year. The opening feature length episode was well received. | am not going to reveal
any storylines as | do not want to know too much. | am very much looking forward to the UK
airing of Enterprise even though it does mean | will finally have to subscribe to Sky. | was a big fan
of Quantum Leap so | think Scott Bakula is a good choice though his past roles have tended to be
quite tame however, from what I have heard he has taken well to the role as Capt of the Enterprise.
Time will tell but 1 think this could be the best outing yet for the Star Trek story. Enjoy reading the
background material | have put together and send me your thoughts and comments on the new
series for the next STARCHART (Feb 2002).

The Starshlp Enterprise: The first of a new generation of warp 5 vessels that will take humanity
to the stars. Enterprise is a vessel of exploration,
designed for long-term space travel and scientific
discovery. Although it predates Kirk's Enterprise by
more than 90 years, it will have a sleek, futuristic
design by today's standards, with shadings of
starships to come. Make no mistake: this Enterprise
is state-of-the-art, with all the technology and
trimmings we've come to expect from Starfleet
engineering.

Length: 190 meters. Mass: 80,000 metric tons. Crew
compliment: 87. Maximum cruising speed: warp 5.1.
Weapons laser cannons with spatlal torpedoes The Bridge has a classic design, with Captain's
center chair and a forward Viewscreen. The crew surrounds their commander at various stations. A
turbolift flanks one side. Located directly behind the Bridge is the Situation Room. A table graphic
in the center of the room displays tactical data, star charts, and other information Archer and his
officers will use during briefings and strategy sessions.

Two Shuttlepods are kept in the ship's Launch Bay. Each can accommodate a pilot and six
passengers. Capable of sub-warp speeds only, they are designed to take Away Teams short
distances from Enterprise: to the surface of a planet the ship is orbiting, or to another nearby ship or
space station. In the Launch Bay, passengers enter their shuttlepod through a top or side hatch. A
magnetic arm then lowers the Pod through a set of "bomb bay" doors and releases it once it's safely
positioned below Enterprise's hull.

Although the galley is stocked with genuine foodstuffs, there is another option: a proto-replicator
called a Protein Re-Sequencer. It can provide a limited menu; it makes decent pasta, soup, and
simple beverages, but that's about it. For the most part, meals are prepared by the ship's galley crew,
headed by a chef who was handpicked by Captain Archer. Aside from the primary Mess Hall, there
is also the Captain's Mess, a small, private area where Archer takes his meals along with specially
crewmembers. T'Pol are Charlie are favourite guests of the Captain.

There's also a Transporter System, but it was designed primarily to beam cargo and technology - not
bio-matter. (During the first season of Enterprise, we will see how the crew refines the Transporters
to start beaming people. There will be those among the crew - Captain Archer included - who are
quite wary of this new development.) Because "bio-filters”" haven't been invented yet, the ship
includes a Decon Chamber. Away Teams exposed to any kind of spatial radiation or alien microbes
will first receive a bioscan. If the scan detects anything out of the ordinary, the team must strip
down to minimal clothing, and apply a phosphorescent gel to their skin to neutralize any pathogens.



Under the low, ultraviolet light of this cramped room, the crew will review the mission, wind down,
and get closer to one another - literally.

Away Team personnel will typically carry Phase Pistols (an early version of hand Phaser) and
Communicators. Phase Pistols have only two settings: stun and kill. Communicators include a built-
in Universal Translator that allows our crew to converse with aliens who don't speak English. The
Universal Translator, however, is only programmed with a handful of alien languages, and its
interpretations are by no means perfect. A more sophisticated translator module can be attached to a
Communicator to provide a wider range of linguistic processing, but the technology is still in an
early stage of development. As noted above, Hoshi will often be called upon to employ her
extraordinary innate skills as a linguist and interpreter.

Unlike 24th century starship crews, Enterprise crewmen don't wear combadges. Aboard the ship,
Companels allow crewmen in different sections to speak to each other. Essentially, a 22nd century
intercom system, a crewman must step up to and tap the control of a Companel to address someone
located in another part of the ship.

The ship has no "shields™ or "forcefields", but instead relies on Polarized Hull Plating to protect
itself against enemy weapons. When the hull plating is down, the ship is vulnerable to attack. There
are no phaser banks (although Reed might invent this technology in a future episode). The ship is
equipped with Spatial Torpedoes, which are launched from torpedo bays; it's also armed with
retractable turrets that rise up from the hull and fire plasma-charged artillery rounds.

Long range, subspace communications are only possible while the ship is at warp. As a result, our
ability to contact Starfleet Command will be extremely limited.

There are only two alien crewmembers - T'Pol and Phlox. Everyone else is human, hand-picked by
Starfleet for this mission, the best and the brightest.

Captain Jonathan Archer (Scott Bakula):
J ], =@ Journeyman actor Scott Bakula assumes the big chair when the
highly anticipated Enterprise launches on the UPN Network.
Already known to Science Fiction enthusiasts for his years as
loveable time traveller Sam Beckett on the cult-classic, Quantum
Leap, Bakula was the first and only choice by creators Brannon
Braga and Trek head honcho Rick Berman as Captain of the NX-01.

Capt Archer - Early 40's. Physical. Intensely curious. Unlike the
Captains in centuries to come, Archer exhibits a sense of wonder
and excitement, as well as a little trepidation about the strange things
he will encounter. He holds a grudge against the VVulcans, who he
blames for impeding humanity's progress. But his Science Officer,
T'Pol, is Vulcan, and he's struggling to reconsider these
preconceptions. Although he has a strong sense of duty, he's a bit of
a renegade - he's not afraid to question orders or even disobey them, if he feels in his gut that he's
right. Archer was there when the first girders of the Enterprise were put into place. And when the
Vulcans tried to suspend the maiden launch after the Broken Bow Incident, claiming humans
weren't ready for interstellar travel, Archer helped persuade Starfleet to press on.

Archer has mixed feelings about T'Pol; she embodies the arrogance and high-mindedness of the
Vulcans who kept his father from realizing his dreams of space exploration. But he also realizes
T'Pol is a more seasoned space traveller, and he often relies on her wisdom and experience; at
times, he even enjoys her dry sense of humour. Archer and T'Pol will continue to butt heads
regarding humanity's new role in the 'intergalactic neighbourhood’, but they will also develop a
long-lasting friendship that is rare for its day - the bond between human and alien.



Archer is something of a mentor to his chief engineer, Charlie Tucker, and although he enjoys
Charlie's enthusiasm and unique sense of humour, there are times when the Captain has to remind
him he has to tone down his somewhat overzealous personality.

The Kirks and Picards and Janeways will one-day have the benefit of the Captains who preceded
them. But Jonathan Archer is the prototype. He's making history with every light year. Because he
knows his Captain's Logs will be studied for years to come, he keeps especially detailed reports.
The logs themselves will be both personal and humorous...

Dr. Phlox (John Billingsley)

John Billingsley plays Doctor Phlox, one of two alien crewman
onboard NX-01 Enterprise. The character arrives to Starfleet's first
vessel of exploration and discovery via a Vulcan interspecies exchange
program, and at Captain Archer's request.

Billingsley's TV credits include episodes of The X-Files and a regular
role on the short-lived, The Others and on the non-genre hits The
Practice, NYPD Blue, and The West Wing. On his resume for feature
films, Billingsley has starred in the recent flicks The Glass House and
Crocodile Dundee in Los Angeles. The soft-spoken actor recently
talked with trekgalaxy.com from his LA-area home, introducing us to
the man behind the makeup.

Dr. Phlox - The exotic character, the Doctor is an eccentric alien with an oblique sense of humour
that no one quite understands. Because he speaks with an accent, and isn't familiar with Earth
cultures, there are many humorous misunderstandings. Phlox thinks that humanity is fascinating -
the complex sexual mores (his species reproduces asexually), social customs... oh my, what
wonderful creatures!

To say the Doctor has made himself 'at home' on the Enterprise is putting it mildly. He's filled
Sickbay with all sorts of bizarre medical instruments, alien plants and spores, and stasis chambers
filled with small, living creatures. He practices a brand of 'intergalactic medicine' the likes of which
we've never seen. This makes the most routine visit to Sickbay an unexpected adventure...

Sub-Commander T'Pol (Jolene Blalock)

Jolene Blalock plays Sub-Commander T'Pol, the Vulcan liaison onboard NX-01 Enterprise. Before
setting foot onto the starship's bridge, Blalock had amassed genre appearances in G vs. E and the
NBC miniseries, Jason and the Argonauts as a powerful sorceress. While filming the upcoming
miniseries Diamond Hunters with Roy Scheider in South Africa, the
skateboarding enthusiast took up photography, and it has since
become another of Blalock's passions.

She's
the Science Officer assigned to 'oversee’ our progress. In exchange
for star charts and tactical information, the Vulcans insisted we
include one of their officers on the Enterprise. Starfleet Command
reluctantly agreed. Not everyone is happy with this addition to the
crew: Why do we need a Vulcan watching over us like we're
children? T'Pol isn't thrilled with the assignment, either. She was
hoping for a Vulcan commission. The last thing she expected was to
be living among a primitive, irrational species. But she's resigned to
this 'hardship post' because she has no other choice. She's not
comfortable around the crew... or the emotions they display. Secretly, however, she will begin to
envy humans. Now that she lives among them, she can't help but develop a fascination with their
food, and catalogue their behaviour. She even studies their mating customs.
